F. Renovation Report

-Present: Tom Nicklow  - site field rep, Mark Hilty – representing FCPS, and Rick Rutledge – representing the architect firm

1. Tom Nicklow

-came within budget

-Meridian Construction assigned contract

-Safety is our # 1 concern

-doors into work areas routinely locked and checked during the day

-all contractors will be wearing ID badge

-barriers (both internal/external) in place

-air sampling for contaminants – baseline taken already, periodic sampling will take place from this point on

-major demolition work will be done after school

-safety reports turned in routinely

-weekly safety meetings held with workers

-workers should have NO contact with the students at all: no speaking to the students, if this occurs the worker will be removed immediately

-the project began in May 2006, a year to get the permits, completion scheduled for August 2010

-this is an occupied renovation, adjustments ok but no wholesale changes at this time

-the building has 2 identified spots with asbestos tiles – in the club house and the dungeon, see the office for literature regarding this

-by the end of the construction, the workers will have touched every part of the building, if they see asbestos they top the work, bag it, seal it and then another company from outside FCPS comes in, an inspector will come in and check air quality before students arrive
QUESTIONS/COMMENTS FROM PARENTS:

1. Worried about the additional stress on students/staff

2. When will the cafeteria be ready and will children have to eat lunch in their classroom?

3. Concerns about asbestos

4. Mold – the company will take care of any mold

5. Water temperature- there will be warm water (110 degrees), it’s called temperate water

6. Ventilation is not shut off. There will be filter cloth on the grills

7. Background/Security check – the contractor does the check, sub-contractors are pre-approved
8. We know there will be minor issues and these will be dealt with swiftly

-taking the ceilings out will be the first thing

-Phase 1 – through August 15, 2009

-Phase 1A – carryover thru March 15th
-Phase 2 – September 1, 2009 thru March 15, 2010

-Phase 3 – March 15, 2010 thru August 15, 2010

-SACC classrooms – June 2010

-will be adding more parking, closer to the baseball field

-the goal is to separate walkers from Kiss and Ride

-Fully-funded project - $10.6 million for the entire project
