· Renovation update: Office, front entry, upstairs access, teachers lounge is now scheduled for November 1; this is yet another pushback, and whether this new deadline will be met is questionable. 

· Technology update: looking into netbooks
· Schoolwide program: Responsive classroom, which teaches kids about community. Each class will have morning meeting, which means NewsWave is now in the afternoon.
· Café news: all classes now have recess right after lunch. Lunch is shorter this year. This is a work in progress; there may changes.
