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Virginia Readers’ Choice Program
Vienna Elementary introduced the Virginia Readers’ Choice (VRC) program to the school last year and it was a huge success!  More than half the students participated in the program, and in Grades 3-6 we had 52 students that read a combined total of 443 books.  
What is the Virginia Readers’ Choice Program?  

This is an annual program is run by the Virginia State Readers Association and is designed to encourage young readers to read contemporary books for pleasure.  Each year the program offers 10 books for each of the following reading lists:  Primary (Grades K-3), Elementary (Grades 3-5), Middle (Grades 6-8), and High School (Grades 9-12).  The program concludes in the spring when students vote for their favorite book.  Votes are gathered from all participating schools statewide.  
Who offers the Virginia Readers’ Choice Program?  

This program is offered by many elementary, middle and high schools in the state of Virginia.  

How does it work at Vienna Elementary?

The VRC program is an OPTIONAL program offered by the Library, and supported by the VES PTA.  
Grades Kindergarten, 1st and 2nd:  Mr. Love will read the Primary book selections to the students during their classroom library time.  Students are able to check out and read books from the Elementary list, if they wish.  

Grades 3-6:  Students in the upper grades read the books independently. Students should read from their grade-appropriate list:


3rd Grade:  Primary and/or Elementary,


4th Grade:  Elementary,


5th Grade:  Elementary,


6th Grade:  Elementary and/or Middle

After finishing a book, the student should complete a Report Form and return to Mr. Love.   A copy of the form is on the reverse side, and can be found in the library and on Blackboard.  Students will have until MARCH 1ST to read books and complete Report Forms.
Are there incentives for students that participate?

YES!!  Students who have read at least five of the books on their grade-appropriate list will have an opportunity to vote for their favorite book in April, and attend an ice cream party.  Students that have read 10, 15 and 20 books will also be recognized.  All Kindergarten, 1st and 2nd graders will vote for their favorite title on the Primary List and have classroom ice cream parties.  
Where are the books available?

The books will be available for check out in the library.  You can also check out books at the Patrick Henry Library.
